hen Tom Wolf was
elected governor in
2014, the number one
issue was education.
Voters said they wanted in-
creased funding for Pennsyl- |
vania’s K-12 public schools
because the four years of
education cuts by the
Republican-led House and
Senate caused major damage
to the academic success of our
children.

Gov. Wolf introduced his first
state budget in March 2015. It
included over $400 million in new
education spending. It would
have been the largest increase in
education funding in the history
of Pennsylvania. The School
District of Philadelphia would
have received over $100 million
in new support.

Our schools need this new
investment and commitment to
our kids because, as suburban
school districts spend over

$23,000 per child, the
Philadelphia School District only
has about $12,500 to spend per
child. This is an unfair
discrepancy.

Since Gov. Wolf’s budget
proposal, the leadership of the
Republican-controlled House
and Senate have participated in
false negotiations that have
